Mounting and Dismounting Equipment -
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remember the “3 Point Contact (Safety Triangle)” which
allows for a person to safely get on or off equipment
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Unfortunately, TOIRMA is experiencing sever-
al claims related to individuals being injured while
mounting or dismounting equipment. As Matt Knight
and Sean Richardson from Loss Control will tell you:
even during inclement weather or hazardous condi-
tions. TOIRMA has a Mounting and Dismounting Risk
Reminder available for downloading on the Tool Box
page of our website, www.toirma.org. Feel free to hand
this to your employees or hang in your work area.
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TOIRMA also has a 3 Point Contact sticker available for
members to place directly onto equipment. If you would
like stickers for your equipment, please contact Debbie
Prentice at (217) 444-1204 or dprentice@ccmsi.

Inspecting and Maintaining Signs
Remember it is the responsibility of the Highway
Commissioner to maintain signs once they are erected.
We recommend a regular inspection system be in-place
and the utilization of TOIRMA’s Highway Commission-

er’s Diary. One of the purposes of the Diary is to help
townships in minimizing the cost of any claim, and this
is accomplished by documenting regular inspections
of roads, weather conditions, and road work, among
other items. A Highway Commissioner’s Diary may be
obtained by contacting Debbie Prentice at (217) 444-
1204 or dprentice@ccmsi.

Also, it is imperative for Highway Commissioners to
keep brush and limbs clear of road signs.

Placement of Traffic Control Devices/Signs

Highway Commissioners please remember to per-

form the following BEFORE installing a traffic control
device and sign:

o Contact your County Engineer to obtain written
approval. Highway Commissioners MUST have
written approval before placing traffic control
devices on township or road district roads. [see
625 ILCS 5/11-304]
